School o(licers and patrons, will find 
something of interest in the follow­
ing from the new school lawi: Sec­
tion 15. The district boards shall 
specify the studies to to be pur­
sued in the schools of the district (dis-
tricfSv^and in addition to the branches 
in which'frutruetion is now required 
by law to be giVen^ in the public schools 
of this state, instruction^BhaU be given 
in physiology and hygiene, with a 
special reference to the nature ot 
aleohoi and narcotics and their effects 
on the human system. Such instruc­
tion shall be given by the aid ot text 
books in the case of pupils who are 
able to read, and as thoroughly as in 
other studies pursued in the—sa-m# 
shool. Tbe text books to be used for 
such instruction shall give at leastone-
fo irth of their space to the consider­
ation of the nature and effects of alco­
holic dtinks and narcotics, and the 
book.-, used in the highest grades of 
gracL 1 schools shall contain at least 
twenty pages of matter relating to this 
subject. Text books used in giving 
the foregoing instruction shall first be 
approved by the stata board of edu­
cation. Each school board making «* 
selection of text-books under the pro­
visions oi this act, shall make a record 

state, including schools m cities or Til­
lages, whether incorporated under 
special charter or under tho general 
laws. 

Tbe Pinckney flouring and juttota 
mills were in excellent shape betory 
the recent improvements H ere made, 
but now they would be a credit to any 
city. Anxious to learu wnat could 
busy sntih a force of men for such a 
length of time within its walls we ap­
proached the old structure on Tuesday 
and was immediately "collared" and 
shown through by the genial junior 
member of Grimes & Johnson. In the 
basement are three industrious little 
water wheels 21 inches in diameter, 
and of 24-horse power each, so arrang­
ed as to use one or two at a time for 
the flouring department, coupled di­
rectly to a line shaft which drives the 
cleaning machinery in the basement 
consisting of a California Separator, 
smutterand brush combined; also driv­
ing four double sets of 23-inch rolls 
and one flour packer which stand oa 
the grinding flour. On the second 
flour are J o u r No. 1 Morse elevator 
bolts, far superior to any other flour 
dressing machines we ever saw. The 
quality ot their work is sufficient rec­
ommend for the machines. On the 
third floor are a purifier, grader, three 
scalpers and one line of shafting run­
ning parallel witb tbe one in the base­
ment and connected by a 10-inch belt, 
which drives the whole machinery 
above the grinding floor. On the 4th 
floor are three scalper*, a feed duster, 
dust collector, wheat screen, and one 
line ot shafting ruaning parallel with 
those below and connected by a sprock­
et chain which drives 14 stands of ele­
vators that run from basement to a t t i c 
The bolting machinery and scalpers 
were made by tha Knickerbocker Mfg. 
company, of Jackson, and the iron 
work by E. Dennis of Jackson, while 
the rolls are from the Ypsilanti Ma­
chine Works. All are very nicely 
made and finished and so arranged in 
the mill as to drive three or four with 
one belt, doing the work ia a way that 
reflects credit on their expert mill­
wr ight Mr. J. P , Crandall ot Jackson. 
The mill is also being equipped with 
new machinery for raakiug buckwheat 
flour which will be second to non». 

-Eeed grinding and cob crushing are 
the same as before. The firm has 
about 3,000^ bushels of wheat on hand, 
mostly old, of extra good quality, have 
begun to roll it into flour, and say 
tHey are"ready to exrhahg<flour and 
bran for wheat. Certainly the propri­
etors have been to great expense m 
giving us what we need and ought 
to be proud ot. It will help them, the 
village, and the surrounding country.

FARM AND HOUSEHOLD, 

Tb« Short* for Faraert. 

Farmers should learn one lesson 
from the present dry season, not to 
depend entirely upon the meadow, 
but supplement with green fodder or 
Hungarian grass. 

The price of butter depends less up­
on the law of supply aud demand, 
and more upon the maker's rare and 
skill, than any other farm product. 

A wonderful increase in productio n 
and consumption of this choicest and 
best fruit in the little city of Hillsdale, 
Mich. This city contains about 
4,000 inhabitants, and consumed 
400 bushels of strawberries, if pot 
more, this year. 

Mr W. M. Hayes made experiments 
at the Iowa Agricultural College last 
year the result of which seemed to in­
dicate tha t covering seed corn two to 
four inches gives the best Growth, 
"though in an extraordinarily dry 
season deeper plantings would proba­
bly stand better." 

Speaking of American pork an En­
glish writer saysfthat much of the pork 
product which has been shipped t o 
Europe has been simply concentrated 
maize, a compound which does n o t ' 
commend itself to tho tastes of those 
who have had an opportunity of en­
joying pork Manufactured from milk, 
oat meal, wheat meal, pea meal 
and potatoes. Bacon and ham made 
from pigs fed on the latter foods are 
fit for the gods. 

I t is well said tha t road building and 
road preparing are a science, and an 
important science, too; and it is ridic­
ulous tha t work of such practical im­
portance should be so largely intrust­
ed to men who, however skilled and 
successful they may be in their own 
department of industry, know little 
of the principles of surveying or scien­
tific roadmaking, and whose only idea 
of repairing a roadway is to pile a lot 
of dirt in the middle of the highway 
until it becomes a ridge of soil, along 
the narrow surface where teams have 
to pick their way. 

Professor Shelton made a difference 
of gain on pigs of fifty pounds shelter­
ed, above those unhoused. Professor 
Morrow had 164 pounds difference in 
gain per call between housing and ex* 
posure. fe 

Ken England Gardening. 
The American Rural Home. 

The firm of James Budlong & Son, 
of Cranston, Rhode Island, are said 
to be the largest growers of cucum­
bers in the country. Last year they 
made 10,000 barrels of pickles, rep­
resenting a value of $50,000. The 
largest hot-house of the firm is COO 
feet long, and covers 15,000 wquaro 
feet. The shipment of lettuce alone 
last spring represented a to ta l $23,-
6*01.03. Tliere are about 225 acres 
under the plow, some of the land 
being required to do double duty as 
one crop drops out and another va­
riety of vegetables are called for. Win­
ter spinach s tar t s the round of out­
door work, with fifteen acres, 
which yield an income of several 
thousand dollars, from $1,000 to 
$7,000. Then comes the asparagus, 
about 10 acres, which yields about 
$1,400 profit. The cucumbers are 
culled from the green-houses unti lJuly, 
when a sum touching closely upon 
$5,000 is added to the credit side of 
good farming and market gardening.

Provide for an Anual Drouth. 

In seasons of drouth like the pres­
ent it is wise to note in what respect 
wo have failed to prepare for it, and 
to record our resolutions to act more 
wisely in the future. Pastures in wide 
areas of country are bare and dead as 
in mid-winter, and cows not given ex-
ti'-i food, are failing in their milk until 

--p-'4~they hardly pay the trouble a. 
; > ing. I have told dairymen for ten 

years past tha t they could not 
afford in a n t season to run the risk 
of drouth with no provision for extra 
feed, and a single year like the 
present ought to convince them 
tha t the advise was sound. If 
the season proves good it does 
not cost anything to do this, for the 
crops grown aVe worth more tha t 
cost for other purposes, besides feed-
in? the cows, and in a season of 
drouth it pays fourfold. It is wise to 
plant a small amount of some very 
early corn such as the Early Bovnton, 
Marblehead or Minnesota, for al­
though a drouth rarely comes early 
it does sometimes (and did this year.) 
If not wanted for the cows the early 
corn can be feed to the hogs. I know 
these early varieties are small, but 
they will grow in rows three feet apar t 
and hills less than twt feet, and many* 
of the stalks will make two ears, so 
that a large amount of food to the 
acre is produced. Then it will mature 
and be off the land by the middle of 
July, and if you have planted pump­
kins the middle of June in every third 
row, you will get a full crop of these 
for fall feeding. One acre ot this ear­
ly corn for each eight cows will be 
profitable, and will furnish feed for 
about twenty days.
