Theve were 2,350 deaths repopted to
the segretary of state for the-tonth of
November, or 78 less than the number
for the preesding month,  The death
rate was 12,2 per 1,000 estimated popu-
lation, as compared with 121 for Octo-
ber.  There were 345 deaths of infants
upder | ycar of age. 171 of c¢hildren
aged 1 to 4, and 651 deaths of persons
aged 65 and over.  The age distribu-
tion was practically the same as in Qc-
tober. lmmportant causes of death were
as follows: Consumption, 140: other
forms of tubereulosis, 595 typhoid fever,
66; diphtherin and croup, 63: scarlet
fever, 185 measles, 22 whoopipg cough,
11; pncumonia, 157 diarrlwa{ diseases
of ¢hildren, 77; corebro-spinal menin-
gitis, 32 cancer, 1215 accidents aad vio-
lence, 147, The number of deaths from
diphtheria and cough was only two
more than for the month of October.
No disenses showed any mavked in-
crease during the month exeept pneu-
monia, which

inercased from 139 to

157. Typhoid fever and diarrheal dis-

plined.”

WAR NOTES,

For some months it has been sus-
pected that large quantities of military

' stores were in the possession of Cubans

at some point in the interior. On the
13th the mayor of Tunis, a small town
in the district of Holguin, voluntarily

, @isclosed the location and surrendered

of three effeciive fleld guns, 10,000
rifles and a large amount of ammuni-
tion to the Americans. The guns had
been stored in an obscure place, in a
rough country under palm leaf blinds.
It would have been almost impossible
to find them unless their whereabouts
had been voluntarlly revcaled. The
Holguin district is onec of the wildest
in the island, and has been regarded as
a probable starting point for a possible
uprising.

Gen Young reports the rescue of
Brutne, of the Nevada regiment, and
Edwards, of the gunboat Yorktown,
who have been held prisoners by the
Filipinos. Gen. Tino, conveying the
American prisoners north, is hotly pur-
sued. Aguinaldo is a fugitive in the
mountains, his body guard having been
destroyed and Gregorio del Pilar killed.
Gen. Coneepcion has surrendered.
Lepanto province has been cleared of
insurgents. The navy co-operated
with the army on the west coast. Two
thousand eight hundred released Span-
ish prisoners are on their way to
Manila. ‘

The latest from Gen. March is to the
effect that Aguinaldo has disguised
himself, abancdoned his troops and is
hiding in the province of Bengued. He
also adds that he destroyed Aguinaldo’s
bodyguard; killed Gen. Pilar; received
the surrender of Gen. Concepecion and
staff; killed and wounded 52 insur-
gents; released 575 Spanish prisoners
and captured considerable property.
His loss was two killed and nine
wounded. - - -

A force of insurgents estimated at
800, attacked the American garrison of
200 at Vigan, province of South Ilocos.
The American loss was eight killed
and many wounded. After very hard
fighting the Filipinos were driven off
and through the mountains, leaving 35
dead. Col. Bisbee reinforced the gar-
r.son.

There will be only one serious ob-
jection to the proposed $200.000.000
sugar trust-glucose trust amalgama-
tion—namely, that not all of the cap-
ftal stcck will be water. The project-
ors cf the enterprise must realize, with
gadness, that out of the proposed $200,-
000,000 capitalization there will be s2v-
eral million dollars of bona-fide stock
issued against an actual investment of
tangible prcoerty. Perhaps their in-
genuity is equal to the occasion. They
may find some way of skimming this
cream of tangible property off the
ocean of water so as to leave the lat-
ter in its original simon-pure condi-
tion. With another five years of trust
promotions under the most modern
methcds the man who can produce a
share of capital stock which repre-
sents an actual investment will be ea-
titled to a prize.

The attempt of the Russian govern-
ment to adopt in that country the Gre-
gorian calendar, which is ¥n use in
nearly all the rest of the civilized
world, has failed. The reason given
is that it has been found impossible
to establish an agreement between the
dates of religious festivals appearing
in both the Julian and the Gregorian
calendars. That is to say, the people
want to keep on celebrating Clhristmas
and Easter and the other days on ex-
actly the same dates as at present, and
will not te reconciled to a change. Yet
precisely such a change was made in
the English-speaking world a century
and a half ago, when the calendar was
shifted twelve days, and what had been
Christmas became Twelfth-day. There
were popular protests against it, and
in England not a few riots.

and it was effccted. It seems strange
for the supposedly despotic Russian
government to show itself more sensi-
tive to popular prejudices than were
the British and American government.

The contention of Beu!zmir Xidd,
the author of “Social Lvolution,” that
white men cannot become acclimatized
in the tropics has stirred up & wide dis-
cussion. Dr. Manson, who hLas writ-
ten a book upon this subject, and Dr.
Rbo, director of the medical depart-
ment of the Italian navy, are tliorough
believers in the possibility of trupical
acclimatizatic. The death rate of Eu-
ropean roops in the tropics, which
used t0 be from 10¥ to 123 per 1,000,
is now as low as 12 per 1,490 in India.
Ia Trinidad and Barbadcs the sickness
and mortality among European sol-
diers are actually lees than at home.
The Boers are physically the finest
men in South Africa. ‘The Portuguese
upder favorable social conditions have
been totally absprbed in India, but in
Guiana and Prazil they have thrived
remarkably. well. Spaniards and Ital-
fans have pecome compleiely acclima-
tized in the tropieal parts of botn
North and South America. The death
rate of Spaniards in Cuba is less than
in Epain. It {3.to the microbe of the
tropics rather than to the heat tha:
attention should be directed, accord-
ing to the New York Medical News.
