USES OF A COLLEGE.

Whatever critics may say to the con-
: trary, it never was and probably never
70 will be the purpose of the standard
' college to train young men for busi-
. ness, says Boston Globe. Colleges do
24 not even train men for the profes-
sions. There ure professicnal schools
for that purpase, and in the days when
no such schools existed medicine was
taught in the offices of physicians and
luw in the offices of Jawyers, just as
business was and still 18 taught in
places of business, Colleges were not
instituted to wuke physiclans nor to
make.lawyers. Neither were they in-
stituted to train men for business.
Schools for special training have mul-
tiplied rapidly the world over. Even
business schools are not lacking, al-
though the business school which shall
be in fact a post-graduate one to a reg-
ular academic course has not yet ar-
rived. Meanwhile the commercial col-
lege or business scnool 1s doing excel-
lent work. There is no reason why it
should not be expanded as the profes-
sfonal and technical schools have been.
Meanwhile let the 1dealist still cherish
his dream of a colkege devoted to the
cultivation of a lofty ethical standard,
the propagation of knowledge, the fos-
tering of the arts and the dissemina-
tlon of the spirit of fraternity.

As an indication of the strength ot
the pure food movement in the direc
tion of sanitation, it is stated by the
healtk commissioner of New York city
that 10,783 tons of food were ordered
destroyed by his department during
the past year. This ought to be pleas-
ing to consumers, who are paying
enough for supplies at the present
time to entitle them to articles that
will stand inspection. Oyster consum-
ers will be pleased to learn that the
New York health department has es-
tablished close supervision of the oys-
ter supply, particularly as to the so
called “drinks” in which oysters are
put prior to being packed for the mar-
kets. These "drinks” are all charted
with relatton to the sewerage outlets,
and a card index {8 kept of the sourcea
of supply of all dealers. It is only by
supervision of this kind that con-
scienceless oyster dealers can be pre-
venteu from “freshening” their stock
in brackish water concerning whose
purity there is serious question.

BRICK RESIDENCE DEMOLIBHED
BY EXPLOSION OF ACETY.
LENE QGAS PLANT,

MAN BURIED IN RUINS.

Wife, Two Bables and Sister Fiee; |

All Injured and One Little One Dies;
Other One is Not Expected to Live,

An explosion wrecked the brick
residence of Scott Parker, one mile
north of Moscow, a village on & Lake
Store branch in the extreme north-
ern end of Hillsdale county, killing
Parker and one of his children and
fnjuring his wife and child, also an
aunt of the children who llved with
the family. Three other children of
the family were out of the house.
The dead body of Parker was dug
out of the ruins. The second injured
child Is belleved to be dylung.

From reports that are coming In
from the excited farmers of that vi-
cinity it appears that Parker went
down cellar shortly after the three
older childrem had left home for
school.

“He went down there to fill the
tank of the acetylene gas plaat,” is
what Mrs. Parker says:

The acetylene plant evidently ex-
ploded. Mrs. Parker, the children,
Louise, aged 6, and Nelile, 8, and the
aunt, Parker’'s sister, were {n the liv-
ing room when there was a loud re-
port in the cellar, the house floor
heaved up, and then the walls began
to fall in on them. The two women
grabbed each a child and scrambled
across the caving floor to an outer
door and escaped, just as the ava-
lanche of bricks descended on them.
It was their prompt flight that saved
their lives. As it was, Mrs. Parker
suffered a broken leg and cuts on the
head, and both of the children had
both arms and legs broken. Nellle
died. The aunt received lesser in-
juries.

Nearby neighbors heard the explo-
sion and the news spread with the
rapidity of a message conveyed by the
wireless telegraph. In a brief inter-
val there was a crowd 8t the 8cene
of the wreck. It was a wreck, for the
entire brick house had tumbled in
rulns into the cellar.

Big Year In lron and Steel.

The tremendous activity that {8 ex-

The exact number of dead and in-

gers brought to Sudbury it was one
of the worst catastrophes in the his-
tory of Canadian ratiroads.

The train wrecked was known as
No. 7, en route from Montreal to Sault
Ste. Marie and Minneapglis. An offi-
clal statement given out says that it
probably was due to a broken rail,

Front Cars Stay on Track«

The engine, baggage, express, m
and one second class car remained on
the rails, while one second class, one
first clau A dining car and a sleeper
went down the embankment. The
first class car and diner weént into
the river. The sleeper and second
class car stopped on the embankment,
the second class car catching fire,

The wreck occurred about 37 miles
west of Sudbury, where the tracks cut
into the side of a steep hill which is
skirted by the river, The forward
part of the traln passed over the
break, whatever it was, in safety. The
day coach, which was the fourth from
the end of the-train, was the first to
leave the rails.

The traln was running at the rate
of about 40 miles an hour and the
monmentum carried the car down the
hill in a terrific plunge. About 25
passengers were iu this car, and it is
practically certaian that none escaped.

Only the Roof Above Water.

Two minutes alter the first crash,
only the roof of the day coach showed
above the flowing ice In the river.
The second class car, the next in the
train, smashed against the end of a
culvert and was crushed to splinters.
Some of the passengers were killed
outright, but others caught in the
wrechkage, which almost immediately
broke into flames, were roasted to
death bhefore they could be rescued.

Uninjured passengers and trainmen
immediately turned their attention to
the rescue of passengers imperiled by
the fire.

The telegraph lines were all torn
down and it was evident that relief
oould not be summoned by wire. It
was flve miles to the viilage of Nairn,
and & drenched survivor ran the dis-
tance to deliver a report of the wreck
at the Canadian Pacific depot.

Meanwhile Conductor Thomas Rey-
nolds was proving himself a hero in
rescuing eight passengers f{rom the
sunken dining car. When the wreck
occurred, Reynolds, with W. J. Bell
and David Brodle, had just sat down
for an early dinner, Bell and Brodie
facing the engine and Reynolds sit-
ting opposite them and riding back-
wards., The diner was the last car.to
enter the water and did not sink at
once, but settled slowly, while the
passengers climbed upon-the tables to
keep their heads above the rising
waters, With several passengers
standing in water to thelr chins, the
situation was desperate.

Then it was that Conductor Rey-
nolds made a dive to reach a window,
broke the glaBs and succeeded in ris-
ing to the surface of the river, outside
the car. Happily, he reached the sur-
face where 8 hole in the ice enabled
him to gain a solid footing by resting
one arm on the roof of the car and
the other on the f{ce.

Some Taken Through Roof.

Gaining the roof of the car, he broke
a fan light with his fist and rescued
little Alforso Rousel, of Sault Ste.
Marie. After the little bhoy came D.
M. Brodie, of Sudbury, who was small
enough to pass through the fan light.
Six more passengers who were too big
to be rescued in this manner, were
taken out through a hole broken in the
roof of the car.

“I never heard such terrible cries
a8 when those cars went over the
bank; 1 shall never forget it as long
ag I live,” said Conductor Reynolds.
“I put the killed at between 40 and 890.
The *first coach carried about 35 or 40
passengers, and of this number only
one man escaped.”
