social  or industrinl  conditons over
whlich the individual
but little coutrol.

“Nearly one-third of the cases of
sickness wus due o wuberculosis, aad
olte of the most discouraging features
of dealing in these cases was that al-
most withont exception they were in
the advanced stuge. U seewis inex:
cusable thut a disense aud preventable
should be allowed to  continue to
claim its victims i any wwodern cuul-
munity, when by proper coatrel it
1wight be possible to eliminate nearly
one-third uf the puverty sud misery ot
thut comununity. We need facilitles
for securlug & better dlagnosis  of
cases of tuberculosis amoug the peu-
ple of small means amwong whom we
fad the largest number of cases.  We
need mole accominodations for ineipi
ent and advanced cases. Specinlists
in this work are urging suitable and
comfortable hospitalization for the ad-
vanced cases and early diggnoses and
proper treatment for incipients”

work with its lmited capacity und
the new tubercnlosis sanitarinms will
help to relleve the situation, but the
digsease can never be checked until
the municipality has taken hoid of the
problem in a larger wuay und mude
ample provision for every case that
should go to a hospital
