INEFFICIENT GOVERNMENT
AS HIS8 REASON.

QOES NOT WANT RECOMMENDA-
TIONS TO HAVE APPEARANCEs

OF PERSONAL INTEREST.

Outiincs His Views in a Formal
Statement From His Home in
Sault Ste, Marie.

Gov.-elvet Osborn wnnounces that he
favors action that will mmake the term
of office of Michigan’s governor four
years; and . because of his prejected
activity to:bring this about, he will
pot be & candidate for nomination for

‘a, secord term, Mr. Osborn in his state-

ment .

*1 shall not be a candidate for EOV'
ernor for & second term. This con-
clusion has been reached after the
consideration of several reasons. Dui-
ing the prhnsry contest and subsc
quent party campaign 1 frequently
made the statement that 1 was in-
spired to be a candidate more by &
desire to do my duty as a citizen than
by & mere gmbition to be governor.
When I made these declarations 1
was deeply in earnest. 1 am still in
the same state of mind.

“In my opinion, it is deshiable to
change the term of governorship from
two years to one term of four years.
Should the leglslature consider the
submissjon, of an amendment to the
constitution to this end, I do not wish
it to Le hampered by the possibility
of & two-yedar governor succeeding to
a four-vear term.

“Too frequently a first-term governor
feels obiiged to consider and cater to
popularity and popular measures in
otder to insure a second term. This
often involves an access of political
appointments, trading of patronage,
coercion of legislators and other acts
not conducive to eficient government.
One of the evil results of this has
heen the practical assumption of 2
legislative power by the executive that
never seems to have been contem-
plated Ly our state constitution.

“l wigsh to confess to a desire to
have any suggestions 1 may make to
the 'egigslature or any official acts [
may perform removed as far as possi-
ble from the slightest intimation that
there has been any consideration of
future personal or political advantage.
By muaking a one-term declaration at
this time | frankly hope to insure that
credit for sincerity which naturally
attaches to disinterest, The Republi-
can party of Michigan is rich in guber-
natorial material of the best charac-
ter and there can be no embarrass-
ment to etther state or party in my
decision to accept but one term,

Rebuild Jackson Prison on Farm.

According to Attormey ‘Thomas .
Navin, who is a member of the board
of control of Jackson prison, a com-
prehensive pian will be lald before
the coming legislature looking to-
ward the rebuilding of the prison on

a farm outside the city, and the ul-
timate emplovment of all the cou-
viets on state acconnt,

The Jerislature will he asked to
appraprinte money for the purchase
of a farm of gevergd hundred acres
to furnish produce for the prigon.
If 1his is secured, 200 acres will he
inclosed with a wall. the work to
be done hyv convict labor. An ap-
propriation will then bhe asked for

new buildings, the nlan heing to re-
move the new stee! hlogek now in use
and build another.

There are fowr contracts how run-
ning in the prison, the longest be-
ing that with the Michigan Seating
company, which manufactures fiber
chairs. Tt will not expire for filve
years, and by that time the board
expects to be able to start on a
self-supporting basis by taking over
the chalr contract and enlarging the
binder twine plant, the rest of the
convicts to hr worked on the prison
farm, al! to be placed on a wage
schedule. In the meantime the hoard
woitld favor utilizing the convicts in
building good roads,

It the present prison is retained
a new cell block costing $2235,000 will
have to be built and the members of
the board are convinced that the en-
tire rebuilding of the institution in
a more favorable location and with
the advantages of a farm is hyv far
the bhetter plan.

State Assoclation of Clubs Recom-

meonds Many New Laws.

The satate association of farmers’
clubs in session in Lansing went on
record with recommendasiopns on a
dozen questions of national legisla:
tfon. The resolutions governing the
temperance question were toned dowp
to a general denunciation of the
loon and a recommendation for le
lation that would make it impousihin:
to have Hquor skipped into a dry ter
ritory.

A resolution '‘recommending the em
actwent of a law which would bar
the literuture of wholesale liquor
dealers from the United States mall,
was turned down. The gquestion of
state-wide prohibjtion was lett un-
touched.

The association condembed the
manageinent of the state falr for al-
lowing the sale of liquor on the atate
fair grounds, but uo specific churges
were made ugainst uny director or of-
ficer. When the resolutions were pre-
sented they contained one fauvori g
an amendment of the state constitu-
tion in a manuser which would permit
woman suffrage. The resolution was
adopted. The amendment also gave

fuvorable consideration to a. resolu-f i

tion which asked national legislation
providing for the expenditure of a
sum on highways equal to that speot
on waterways. The followiug is a
summary of the resolutions udopted
for state legislation:

In favor of the apprupriation of a
sum sutfcient (o erect u new audi-
torium tor the Michigan Agricultural
college,

In favor of civil service tnoall state
departments,

In favor of increasing dutoniobile
lHeeuses and applying the residue to
the construction of county roads.

In favor of a cloxed season vt ‘lld“
aud partridge for ten vedrs,

In favor uf allowing wmrocers and
butcheras to peddle their products
through the country without a livenxe,

The association adopted resolu-
tions favoring the following national
legislation:

senators.
Better currency and banklng laws,
tending to do saway with the 1in-

fluencing of the money market by Wdll
street manipulators,

Equitable revision of the Payne tavift
luw bv a non-partlsan commission.

Stlzer
of New York of a bill “to repeal the
duty on meats and cattle.” All meats
and ull cattle imported for use as
foods are to he placed on the free list
by the bill, “In view of the fact that
the meat trust is selling meat cheaper
by from 8 to 15 cents a pound in lLon-
don than in the United States,” sald
My, Sulzer, “it seems that all meatg
should be on the free tist.”
