* fields and do heavy work to produce 
more food in an endeavor to reduce the 
high cost of living for the dollar-an-hour 
foreign laborers in the Detroit automo­
bile factories, many of them hunkies, 
who work eight hours only and who 
frequently strike for higher wages -

The labor proposition on the farm is 
a vital question and we are pleased to 
see it discussed, but when the city man 
infers that the farmers and the farmers' 
families are a sort Of peasant class and 
suggests that the farm women go into 
the fields to help produce food for the 
aristocrats of laDor in the city, our ire 
is roused. 

We know that many farm women do 
"help out" in the fields in times of a 
'"pi.ich" Jind we admire their -'spunk" 
when they do, but to suggest that they 
make regular farm hands of themselves

cupancy by a rebel force already has 
been reported, have been captured by 
revolutionists, according to reliable re­
ports received here. These four towns 
are San Fernando de Presas, Padllla, 
CruHlas and Quljano.

Refugees Reach Los Angeles. 
Los Angeles—Carrying 61 passen­

gers, most of whom were reported to 
be American refugees from Mexico, 
the Pacific steamer Senator of the Ad­
miral line has arrived at quarantine. 
The Senator left Mazatlan, the last 
Mexican port at which it stopped, April 
21. It was there that most of the refu­
gees were taken aboard and where con­
ditions were described as "unsafe."
