Mr. Bennet t , a poor man, was ad­
vised by his lawyer to plead 
guilty to the charge as t he easiest 
way out of the difficulty. T h e 
same brand of near beer was sold 
at the same t ime in H a m b u r g bu t 
t he dealer t he r e was not arrested, 
for reasons beat known to the 
authori tes , 

After this t rouble Mrs. Ben-
net decided to leave P inckney , 
and went to Lans ing . Since then 
the hotel has been ?acant , a mark 
for the boys with good pegg ing 
arms, and as we have had no 
deputy sheriff to contrl them the 
hotel became a dilapidated look-
ing affair with window l ights 
nearly all broken, a disgrace to the 
community.

ADRIATIC PLOT 
HFLD FANCIFUL 

ITALIAN CHIEF8 DECLARED TO 
PLAN FIUME-DALMATIA 

ANTI-BOL8HEVIK. 

ORLANDQ-D'ANNUNZIO COMBINE 

Former Italian Premier Would Join 
In Maintenance of Flume 

Against Jugoslavia. 

Rome—Revelations published by the 
socialist organ Avanti regarding the 
future status of Flume and Dalmatia 
are described by the Giornale D'ltalia 
as embracing a plot "which seems like 
a fairy tale." 

According to Avanti, former Pre­
mier Orlando, Gabriel d'Annunzio Vice 
Admiral Thaon di Revel, former chief 
of the naval staff; Rear Admiral 
Millo, commander of the Dalmatian 
occupation forces; General Girardina, 
member of the supreme war council; 
General Caviglia, former minister of 
war; General Badoglio, and several 
deputies, among them former Minis­
ter Nava, have agreed to maintain the 
status quo of Fiume and Dalmatia for 
two or three generations rather than 
make any concessions to Jugoslavia. 

If these views are opposed, accord­
ing to the Tvanti, the plotters will 
have recourse to force, using Sara, 
Pola and Triest as headquarters, and 
having 100,000 men. The action, says 
the newspaper, will be contemporan­
eously anti-bolshevik, with centers at 
Milan, Bologna and Rome. 

The Giornale d'ltalia, commenting 
on the revelations, declares the plot 
is "fantastic and absurd, but the gov­
ernment must not renounce what Italy 
is entitled to have in the Adriatic."

Buenos Aires—Japanese immigrants 
are flocking to the five largest repub­
lics of South America—Argentina, 
Brazil, Chile, Peru and Uruguay. 

The Japanese colonization syndi­
cate is delivering coolies into Brazil 
monthly on a contract calling for 20,-
000 within a specified time to work 
the coffee plantations of San Paulo 
state, where it is estimated there al­
ready are 60,000 Japanese. These most­
ly are of the lowest class of coolies 
gathered from the outlying Japanese 
islands. 

In Peru and Chile some trades al­
ready are almost exclusively in the 
hands of the Japanese and coolies oc­
cupy whole sections in the Chilean 
nitrate ports, whence Japan has been 
shipping nitrate heavily three years. 

This immigration has been facili­
tated by the recent Japanese subsi­
dizing of two lines of Japanese steam­
ers, one feeding Bra2il from the east 
coast and the other from the vest .

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BANKERS TALK CROP FINANCING 

Propose Corporat ion to Help Growers; 

Reserve Bank Indorsed. 

Washington.—Blanket indorsement 
of the Federal Reserve System and a 
pledge to aid the new Railway 
Equipment Corporation marked the 
conclusion of the group meetings of 
the American Bankers' Association 
convention here. 

Steps also were taken preliminary 
to the proposed organization of a 
$12,000,000,000 Crop Financing Cor­
poration to meet the situation which 
has caused many appeals for help 
from cotton growers. 

Indorsement of the Federal Re­
serve System brought the national 
bankers again in Bharp opposition to 
the stand taken by the state bank­
ers, who denounced several phases 
of the Reserve Board's work. 

At the election of officers H. H. 
McKee. president of the National 
Capital Bank, Washington, D. C was 
chosen president; John G. Lonsdale, 
president of the National Bunk of 
Commerce, St. Louis, vice-presHent, 
and Waldo Newcomer, president of 
the National Exchange Bank of Bal­
timore, chairman of the executive 
committee.
