Eight People Killed in Raiiread
Crossing Accident at Fowlerville

The boliday season in this
county was marred by a tragedy
Friday night when 8 persons were
killed in an accident at Fowler-
ville. They were all in a car driven
by Albert Simpson, 29, of Fenton
which was hit by the Chespeake
& Ohio flyer at the South Grand
crossing, Fowlerville about dusk.

The train does not stop at
Fowlerville.

- According to Floyd Stewart,
mgr. of a Fowlerville grain ele-
vator who saw the accident, he
was sitting in his car about 40 ft.
from the track waiting for the
train to pass. The Simpson car
tried to cross and was hit broad-
side. Some of the bodies were
carried 150 feet. All were Kkilled

except Mrs. Bertha Ballard, 24,
who died in McPherson Hospital,
Howell. The dead besides Mrs.
Ballard, are Clyde Ballard, 22,
Fenton, Keith Ballard, jr., 8
months, Mrs. Fred Camerson, 26,
Howell, Dawn Camerson, 9,
a daughter; Albert Simpson, 29,
Albert Simpson jr. 2 months;
George Copeman, 36, Fenton.
Coroner Olin Wilkinson of Bri-
ghton was called. The diesel en-
gine on the train was damaged
and was delayed 2 hours for re-
pares.

James Doyle and James Lavey
of Pinckney were at Fowlerville
at the time of the accident or
business and saw the wreckage.
