The topical application of
sodium fluoride to newly erupted
teeth will reduce tooth decay by
40% in groups of children.

The entire procedure consists
of four visits to the topical fluor
ide clinic which will be held in
the Pinckney Elementary school.
At the first visit the teeth are
cleansed and the first application
is given. An application of sod-
ium fluoride consists of the
teeth being isolated with cotton
rolls; then the teeth are dried
with compressed air and a 2%
solution of sodium fluoride is
applied to the teeth with cotton
tip applicators. On the second,
third, and fourth appointments
the application of the sodium
fluoride is repeated.

Any child who is a pre-school-
er, second, fifth, or eighth grad-
er is eligible to enroll in the pro-
gram. Special cases referred by
the family dentist will also be
accepted. The fee for the clean-
sing and four applications is $3.
