The cost of this program is
what most people are interested

in. It will definitely cost us
more on our tax bill, This is
something cach of us should

give serious thought to. Just
how much are we willing to in-
vest for our children so that
they will have desirable, in-
spiring huildings in which to
ahtain  their education. What
ever the cost it will come back
to us and the community in
the upgrading of the ability of
our young peopie to provide for

Those who are ahle should
work with our school planners
to try to get the most building
for the least amount of money.
When this is accomplished we
should not be frightenged hy the
size of the bond issue that will
he necessary to complete the
project,, but rather we should
break it down as to what it
will cost each taxpayer accord-
ing to the property he owns.
The average home owner will
he surprised at the small in-
crease that will be necessary
to float this issue. It is my
understanding that the increase
in taxes would be not more
than 3 or 4 mills.

Any alternate plan of lesser
facilities should be weighed on
the same scale to see if the
